In order to evaluate the relative impact on the Cincinnati tax base of the potential development trajectories in the three New Growth

Opportunity Areas discussed in the Place Based Development Strategies section, the Team constructed a Fiscal Impact Model. This
model was designed to compare revenues and expenditures associated with the potential new growth in each area, and it was

geared towards measuring the net fiscal impact to Cincinnati’s General Fund of each of the three development trajectories.

The modeling was prepared in close collaboration with Lea Carroll within the City of Cincinnati, who provided details regarding the
